Through the Ontario Track 3 Ski Association for the Disabled, Batawa Ski Hill offers opportunities to children and youth with disabilities to learn to downhill ski or snowboard.
Track 3 is a non-profit, charitable organization with trained volunteer instructors who work with the students, teaching them the fundamentals of skiing or snowboarding.  To enable the students to participate, special adaptive equipment is utilized as a teaching aid along with specialized training of instructors to deal with varying disabilities.
Evening Program
Registration for the evening program is handled through the Track 3 Office.  This is a seven week program beginning approximately mid-January for students with disabilities. The program runs on Thursday evenings from 6:30 pm - 9:00pm.  Program costs include a lift ticket, all equipment (with the exception of a helmet), and lessons with a qualified instructor.
